This letter is in reference to the Building permit application and plans submitted for construction of a new two family dwelling located at 31 Hallock St.

While reviewing the plans the following issues were found, either changes must be made and or more information is to be provided.
1. Sheet 2: Shows a steel beam carrying 2nd floor load, has beam been engineered for the intended loads? Wet stamp engineering is required at or before a rough inspection.
2. Sheet 5 Detail B: How are the connections between the joists and steel beam being accomplished?

3. Sheet 3: Is the knee wall load bearing? If so, how are the loads being transferred to the foundation?

4. Sheet 2: What size framing materials are being used for 1st floor interior load bearing wall,
5. Are there ceiling joists on 2nd floor ceiling? If so what size and span?
6. What material and sizes are being used for window and door headers throughout? 
7. Sheet 2 Detail A-1: Shows separation wall being constructed with 2”x 4” with R-19 insulation, Is this correct? Is this a listed assembly? 

     Option for separation wall, two 2”x 4” walls with staggered studs using R-11 insulation
     Within each wall, attach sound attenuation board in between walls to meet sound rating 
      Requirement, covered with 5/8” fire rated type x sheet rock in each dwelling unit. 
8. Sheet 2: Shows one door for each unit at grade level, current building code requires two exit doors remote as possible from each other and leading directly to grade. Such doors shall be provided at the normal level of entry/exit. (section 3603.10.1) A second door will need to be provided at grade level. Please submit location and information on additional door.

9. Are there collar ties? 

10. Does at least one window in each sleeping room meet code requirements for an emergency egress window, having a net clear opening of 3.3 square feet with minimum dimensions of 20 inches by 24 inches in either direction?
11. Regarding Mascheck your wife Joanne has contacted me and provided some of the needed information. I am waiting for additional information from her so I can complete the energy code process. 
12. Are the basements unfinished or finished space?

13. Sheet 2 : One dwelling unit shows a steel beam and an interior load bearing partition,

The second dwelling unit does not show a beam or load bearing partition, how are the loads in the second unit carried? 

A building permit can not be issued until the information needed is received and approved.
