This letter is regarding the Sorority House known as Delta Zeta which is located at # 11 Phillips Street in Amherst Massachusetts. 

It has come to the attention of this office that the National organization of Delta Zeta is closing the local chapter in Amherst for violations of national policies.
While reviewing the file for this property, I found a Zoning Permit was issued on April 30, 1990 (ZBA FY 90 – 45). 

Condition 9;
This permit for the Sorority shall expire in two years from the date of filing with the Amherst Town Clerk or upon change of ownership of the property or upon change in lessee, whichever occurs first. 

I have enclosed a copy of the Zoning Permit (ZBA FY 90 – 45) for your information.

If you wish to continue to operate this house in the same manner, a new Zoning Permit must be applied for and issued by the Zoning Board of Appeals. 
Any change of use for the building, would require permits. At minimum, Building and Fire Department permits. Any change other than to a single family dwelling would also require a Zoning “Special Permit”.
Depending on the proposed work, other permits required may include electrical, gas and plumbing.

When a change of use for a building takes place, the building is subject to meeting other code requirements for that use group. The requirements depend on the type of use and occupancy. 

The house is located in the R-G Zoning District; any use will need to comply with the Zoning requirements for the Amherst Zoning Bylaw, as well as any Building Code requirements in accordance with 780 CMR Massachusetts State Building Code 6th edition. 
I understand that Bill Klaus from the Amherst Fire Department has contacted and advised your office, that there could be additional requirements from 527 CMR: Massachusetts State Fire Prevention Regulations that this building may be required to meet, again I believe the requirements depend on the use and occupancy.
