On May 28, 2002 this writer Mark Snow received a call fro Health Officer Tom Dion who stated he had gone to 496 North Pleasant St for a scheduled re-inspection. When he arrived no one was around and the building appeared to be secure. Dion was not able to conduct his inspection but had observed from the outside broken windows throughout the building and a large amount of furniture and other materials broken and thrown in the rear yard, he suggested I go by and take a look. Later that day I went by the location and observed two subjects loading belongings into a vehicle. I stopped and advised who I was and the subject stated he was one of the brothers but had not been at the house for the last three weeks and him and his dad were packing and loading his belongings. I asked if I could look around inside which subject gave me permission. Inside the Building I found the conditions to be unsanitary with trash and a variety of materials throughout the building blocking means of egress I also found emergency lights and illuminated exit signs damaged and non functional. I found hoes in the walls, and doors off hinges and lying on the floors. I believed the condition of this building to be poor and not livable.

For the occupants safety. I posted the building and notified the subjects who were at the site, that the building was posted and they could not live there until the problems were corrected. (Should be noted a couple more brothers had arrived while I was there.)
I then called jean Harlow from Harlow properties property manager and advised her of what I found and the action I had taken. I advised Jean the Building needed to be secured before night fall including the broken windows on the 1st floor. She stated she would have the building secure. I notified Tom Dion, Lindsey Stromgren at the Fire Department and Mike Johnson at the Police Department along with Dispatch.

I asked Fire and Police if they could check the building to make sure no one was there and to insure the building was secure. Both said they would.

On May 29, 2002 I received a call From Assistant Chief Stromgren stating he had checked the building around 10:00 pm the night before and found one subject there who was leaving and the side door off the library was not secure. He called Harlow properties at that time to have them come secure the door which they stated they would have a maintenance person handle it. Later I spoke with Jean who stated the door had been secured. I asked Jean if I could have access to the building to take photographs, she stated I could come get the key but she did not have time to go to the site with me. When I went to the site I had Building Inspector Brien Laporte Come with me. At the site we found the same door off the library partially open I thought I heard people talking on the south end of the building but could not find any one inside. While there a Jesse Magolius from the national fraternity arrived to start the clean up process. I showed him the problems around the building. I advised him when he left the building needed to be secured.

I notified Rich Partridge contact person for the national fraternity of the situation and he would be getting the official notice of violation letter. He stated he would have some people coming up this weekend to help with getting the work done and asked if they could stay there, I advised him that no one was allowed to live there until the problems are corrected and the building is safe for occupancy.
